Django was a free 

spirit with a unique (and 

very rapid) instrumental 

style that mixed melo-

dies, counter-melodies, 

and scales. Stephane,

by Hal Glater and John 

Nussbaum.   

Hal was born and raised 

in Manhattan, but 

worked as a newsman in 

Hilo and Honolulu dur-

ing the 1970s, when I 

was a folk- and bluegrass 

musician. In the 1980s I 

rediscovered my native 

island's musical roots, 

and have played and 

sung the hits of Tin Pail 

Alley and Broadway 

ever since. A journalist 

and novelist by trade, I 

left San Francisco last 

year to settle in Waikiki 

and play music. 

John is the lead guitarist 

of the "Django" of' Le 

Hot Club de Hilo. He 

was born in Boston and 

raised on the streets of 

St. Louis. He developed 

his guitar skills in the 

jazz-mad city of Chi-

cago. Professionally, He  

play soul and funk in the 

band Funkaloha, and jazz 

in Mauna Kea Jazz Gui-

tars. But He has always 

been drawn to the Hot 

Club sound, and some-

times recreate Django's 

solos note-for-note. He 

came to the Big Island 

four years ago, and lives 

now in Hilo.  

There are "Hot Club" 

jazz bands in cities all 

over the world, and three 

of them will perform in 

Hilo on Saturday January

A six-member team of 

Rotarians from District 

5890 (Texas, USA) has 

reported in safe after 

landing in Haiti for a 

humanitarian mission 45 

minutes before the quake 

struck. They were sched-

uled to be there a week 

but returned to Houston, 

Texas, on 15 January.  

Dawn Johnson, president 

of the Rotary Club of 

Verrettes, L'Artibonite, 

Haiti, says the infrastruc-

ture couldn't handle a 

quake this massive. 

"The government is 

highly centralized in Port

-au-Prince, which is now 

entombed in rubble," 

says Johnson, who was 

in the U.S. while the 

quake struck. "The scale 

of this disaster is so 

huge. It is way beyond 

anything Haiti has ever 

dealt with before." 

Johnson plans to return 

to Haiti at the end of the 

month. Her club is al-

ready working on getting 

clean water to vic-

tims.  "I cringe a little at 

what I might see when I 

get back."

Haiti government offi-

cials are estimating that 

a s  m a n y  a s 

200,000 people are dead 

and millions more in-

jured after the quake, the 

impoverished nationôs 

strongest in 200 years, 

crumbled government 

buildings, hospitals, 

schools, and shanty-

towns. Most of the capi-

tal, Port-au-Prince, is in 

ruins. 

A ShelterBox response 

team of two U.S. Rotari-

ans and one from the 

United Kingdom has 

already mobilized and 

delivered 1,700 contain-

ers of supplies to the 

affected areas. Another 

1,600 will be dispatched 

from the U.K. to Port-au-

Prince. Also, more than 

100 Aquaboxes are being 

delivered to Haiti to pro-

vide safe water. 

Claude Surena, a mem-

ber of the Rotary Club of 

Petion-Ville and presi-

dent of the Haitian Medi-

cal Asscociation, is shel-

tering more than 100 

people in his damaged 

home in Port-au-Prince. 

He is also leading the 

efforts of the 17 Haitian 

Rotary clubs to ensure 

that the ShelterBox con-

tainers will be deployed 

effectively to the thou-

sands left homeless. 

The Rotary Club of 

Curaçao, Netherlands 

Antilles, has committed 

US$50,000 to clubs in 

the affected areas. 

"Rotarians are working 

hard and fast to get help 

to those in Haiti," says 

Past RI Director Barry 

Rassin, of Nassau, Baha-

mas, who has previously 

coordinated relief efforts 

in the country. "We're at 

the same time working 

on long-term efforts." 

More than $75,000 has 

been donated to District 

7020 in the Caribbean, 

according to Past District 

G o v e r n o r  D i c k 

McCombe. The district 

will be coordinating 

much of the Rotarian 

relief effort through its 

Haiti Task Force, set up 

two years ago to admin-

Governor-elect Maxine 

Neighbour, of District

Django strongly influ-

enced guitarists such as 

Les Paul and Chet At-

kins; Grappelli set the 

standard for jazz violin, 

and in his later years 

toured with mandolinist 

David Grisman. Many 

musicians now play or 

want to learn the gypsy 

jazz idiom; so for them, 

the festival will also in-

clude instrumental work-

shops, and the opportu-

popular tunes of the day. 

Dancers went wild, and 

jazz aficionados were 

dazzled. They flocked to 

the band's gigs in a base-

ment café called Le Hot 

Club de France.  

Django died young; but 

his stylistic legacy is 

alive in Hot Club bands 

and festivals worldwide. 

Indeed, when the Aloha 

Gypsy Jazz festival con-

cert starts, at 8 p.m. on 

Saturday night January 

23rd, it will be 9 am. on 

January 24th .. Django's
