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Reverse mortgages go mainstream

As homeowners age, they find through
reverse mortgages their home asset can
provide a means for health care, travel, or
to help their children.

“It’s a wonderful thing,” said Jean Seki,
president of Reverse Mortgage Specialists
of Hawaii. “You don’t have to qualify” by
income, credit or assets.

There remains some stigma attached
to reverse mortgages from the 1990s when
some people lost their homes to reverse
mortgages, Seki said. But today, because
the FHA came up with its own program,
protections are in place to guard against
that.

To qualify for a reverse mortgage,
homeowners have to be over 62 years old.
Property has to be the primary residence.
The borrower remains the homeowner, and
the funds taken through the reverse mort-
gage are tax free.

Seki, who has more than 4o years of

certified senior advisor.

She stressed that before a reverse
mortgage is obtained, the borrower goes
through mandatory counseling by a HUD-
certified counseling agency.
