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MARLENA TOMLIN:
SETTO WAKE
ADIFFERENGE
IN GAMBODIA

Marlena Tumlin is determined that
the thousands of people who died in
Cambodia’s “Killing Fields” are not
forgotten.

She is working with her adopted
son, Seng Ty, author of the book “Out
of the Killing Fields,” to establish the
“Lotus Garden for Healing and Peace”
in Cambodia, where the names and stories
of those who died will be collected.

The gardens will include plants, gazebos
and labyrinth—a place for families to grieve
and heal.

Tumlin says she’s learned two things: as
an individual, you can do good things and
you can act independently.

Back in the mid-’7os, when half the
Cambodia’s people died, Tumlin heard a
minister talk about the refugees in Thailand,
and how they were stuck there.

For the next year, Tumlin advocated to
get children out of the camps. At about the
same time, she read an article by Roger
Rosenblatt who was to write the book “Chil-
dren of War.” In the article Rosenblatt re-
ported on a child he’d interviewed who said
he lost his mother and a half dozen siblings
to starvation and that he wanted “revenge.”

But revenge to the boy meant finding a
way to do the best he could in life.

She clipped out the article and “spoke
to any group who’d listen” to get people to
sponsor children. Through a resettlement
program in Massachusetts, Tumlin helped
25 Cambodian children and 15 Amerasian
children find families.

One of them, 23 years ago, was Seng Ty,
the boy in Rosenblatt’s article, who became
her son and is the author of “Out of the Kill-
ing Fields.”

Today he has a master’s degree and is a
guidance counselor in Mass.

With his one living brother left in Cambo-
dia, he purchased land and set to planning
the Lotus Garden.
