Guest Speaker  –  Dr. Nelson Hayashida, "Participation: its Wider Meaning"  

Tim Young (on left in photo at right) introduced Nelson (on far right) of the Hilo Institute 
for Theological Studies, who writes the Island Faith column for the Hawai`i Tribune-
Herald. His talk, titled "Participation: its Wider Meaning", began by asking how religion 
speaks to the aims of Rotary. Certainly religion is practiced not just in the church, but also 
in the street. Nelson emphasized that the church must be actively involved in the 
community: "A disengaging church is an irrelevant church".  He argued that in order for 
Christianity to be relevant in today's world, its message must be cross-cultural, and that the 
church must embrace the peoples of the world. It used to be that to "Christianize" was to 
"Westernize" or "Europeanize", but Nelson believes that this perception must change, and 
has already. The church should not feel that it knows what's best. The church has its notions 
about what the world needs, but the church also needs to bring people in to find God. 
Nelson used Africa as an example: "Failure to listen to the muted voices of the African 
people means that the church fails its mission". He argued that "Christianity should not 
superimpose on the world's trans-cultural imperalism". For example, Christian art brought nothing innovative to 
prevailing artistic techniques. Nelson stated that when the Christian mission crosses cultural boundaries to deliver 
its message, it often finds that God has already crossed those boundaries before!  Photo above by Richard Crowe.
