
trying to work coopera-

tively with them to over-

come any concerns. 

 

*In downtown Hilo, they 

own the Canario Build-

ing, where they have 

faced several challenges 

in trying to bring it up to 

code.  They would like to 

develop a restaurant and 

bar on the top level, but 

code issues are prevent-

ing that.  The county is 

attempting to reduce 

building height limits in 

the downtown area, 

which will also make it 

difficult for owners to 

make their buildings 

successful.  In addition, 

the county is attempting 

to prevent more gas sta-

tions or auto repair shops 

in the downtown area.  

Kawahi said that several 

property owners are join-

ing together to meet with 

the county and try and 

get some of these initia-

tives derailed. 

 

*They also purchased the 

old Farmerôs Exchange 

Building on Kinoole 

Street, and it is now 80% 

occupied.  They are plan-

ning to turn it into busi-

ness condos. 

Dale Tokuuke introduced 

Kawahi Stevens, who is 

part of the Lindsey ex-

tended family and 

Vernon Lindsey, LLC, 

an investment company 

involved with several 

properties in downtown 

Hilo and throughout the 

area.  He gave us an up-

date on some of the cur-

rent activities: 

 

*They sold the former 

Western Auto Building 

to McDonalds and that 

site is currently under 

development for that 

restaurant. 

 

*They recently pur-

chased the commercial 

buildings at Waiakea 

Villas, and are planning 

many renovations and 

new tenants.  This in-

cludes the development 

of a ñrestaurant rowò of a 

variety of restaurants.  

The building that for-

merly housed Uncle 

Mikeyôs has about 

20,000sf.  They are also 

adding a convenience 

store. 

 

*They are attempting to 

get a new liquor license 

for the large building, 

but have been getting 

opposition from some of 

the residents due to prob-

lems from that property 

in the past.  They are
