In a global recession,
humanitarian service$
and volunteersi are
more necessary than
ever.

"We're hearing reports
that some areas of North
America are experienc-
ing resignations from
Rotary due to the econ-
omy," says Judi Beard
Strubing, a regional Ro-
tary International mem-
bership coordinator from
Zone 23 and a retired
Wall Street financial
adviser.

Club presidents and dis-
trict governors can take
steps to help prevent the
recession from nega-
tively affecting member
retention, says Beard
Strubing, who has given
presentations and facili-
tated workshops on this
subject in recent months.
For example:

f Find a less costly
venue for club meet-
ings, or talk to the
restaurant where you
currently meet about
the possibility of
less expensive
meals. Consider
changing meeting
times so that club
members can attend
without having to
pay for a full meal.
