Howard Ainsley
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Historic Moments: Rotary's emblem

The Rotary emblem, un-
changed since 1924, was
redesigned many times in
the early years of the or-
ganization.

In 1905,
Bear, an engraver and mem-
ber of the Rotary Club of
Chicago, sketched a wagon

wheel with 13 spokes.
When fellow club members
began to complain that the
design was static and life-
less, Bear added flourishes
that made the wheel appear
to ride on a bed of clouds.
Unfortunately, some mem-
bers felt the clouds looked
like dust, defying the laws
of gravity by being kicked
up on both sides of the

wheel.

Bear responded by superim-
posing a banner with the
words Rotary Club over the

clouds.

In 1911, Secretary Chesley
R. Perry recommended that
