Wednesday’s speaker was 
Mike Robinson, showing 
photos from the Rotary 
Club of Hilo’s recent  10-
day Literacy for Schools 
Project in Fiji. The country 
is actually  2nd world, not 
3rd world, due to British 
infrastructure. Over 70% 
of the mixed population is 
extremely  poor. 8th-grade 
students must apply to go 
on to 9th-grade; otherwise, 
the student is assigned 
directly to the workforce. 
The Hilo Rotarians were 
able to distribute kits to a 
thousand students in three 
schools, with each kit 
containing a pencil box, a 
dozen pencils, eraser, 
sharpener, notebook, and  
dictionary. The Rotarians 
who went were Toshi 
“Chicken Skin” Aoki, Tim 
“All Business” Beatty, 
Steve Handy, Corey “Heat 
Wave” Kawamoto, Steve 
“D.T., or Donald Trump” 
Shropshire, and Mike 
“Old Growth” Robinson. 
The Rotary International 
grant was for $12,311, and 
was sponsored by the Suva 
East Rotary Club. Steve 
Handy’s family hosted the 
group (his aunt was Miss 
Fiji of 1962), and the 
group participated in, 
among other things, a kava 
ceremony. According to 
“Old Growth” Mike, the 
kids’ smiles made it all 
worthwhile, and they are 
hoping  for repeat visits!
