2008-09 Rotary Theme At the 2008 International Assembly, Rotary Internatiafitl) President-elect
Dong Kurn Lee announced the RI theme for 2008-09 “Make Dréaa¥, revealing a beautiful image of a
baby being lovingly held. Lee said he was in disbelieémvhe learned that 30,000 children under the age of
five die every day (one every 3 seconds) from prevémtiibeases such as pneumonia, measles, and malaria.
“Once | understood the issues behind that terrible nunt@rew what | needed to do,” Lee said. He told the
incoming district governors that Rotary will keep thevee emphases of recent years -- water, health and
hunger, and literacy -- but asked them to focus theirtsffo each of these areas on children. “In 2008-09, |
will ask you all to Make Dreams Real for the world'ddiien,” he said. “Children are killed by illnesses that
become deadly in combination with poor sanitation aathatrition,” Lee said. He challenged the audience to
do their part to give children “hope and a chance atwadutoy reducing the rate of child mortality in the
world. “We will bring clean water to their communiti@nd create sanitation projects that keep children
healthy,” Lee said. “Rotarians can improve childrdr@alth, even in small ways, such as delivering mosquito
nets, rehydration salts, vitamins, and vaccines,tdrginued. “So much more can be done with just a little
more: a trained birth attendant, a simple clinic,restfeeding program, a visiting nurse. These are sinmgle a
direct ways to save children's lives. Children die metause nobody can help them, but because too often,
nobody does. But you and I, here in this room, are Rotsarand helping is what we do best,” he said, adding
that “our job is to Make Dreams Real for childrerevéry one of us does this, at the end of our year,ivaliv
have achieved something wonderful.”




(B) International Service Projects:

Polio Plus Polio Plus is Rotary's flagship program. Rotarians hewetributed over US
$700 million to immunize two billion children against pofrom 1985 to the present. Polio
has been eradicated in 210 countries and geographical relgibias. nearly been eradicated
in four other countries - where it remains endemigeNa, India, Pakistan and Afghanistan.
A total of 416 new cases are reported in 2009 (302 in endeithc28B in Nigeria & India).

In 2008, by May 12, there were 423 new cases (1,652 by 12/31/08)lecnease of 1.65% .
Currently, a team from Hawais participating in a National Immunization Day -Niigeria.

Gates Foundation Challenge Grant To support the global campaign against poliomyelitis
(polio) — a contagious virus that paralyzes and sometikilies/oung children — the Bill &
Melinda Gates Foundation awarded two challenge grantsnitis recent in January for
$255 million) to the service organization Rotary Intéioveal. Together, the two grants total
$355 million and must be matched by new donations of $20@miler the next 3 years.

The grants support the Global Polio Eradication Imi@a{iGPEI), a partnership launched in
1988 by the World Health Organization (WHO), Rotary Iné¢ional, the U.S. Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) and UNICEF, vmgrkiogether with national

governments. For this initiative, the U.S. governmieas contributed approximately $1.3
billion since 1991. There also have been donations fpoinate U.S. organizations and
individuals, including contributions from U.S. Rotary Cldisalmost $204 million.



“Rotarians, government leaders and health professiohalee made a phenomenal
commitment, so polio [currently] afflicts only a sinalmber of the world’s children,” Bill
Gates, co-chair of the Gates Foundation, said in ammgrthe new grant in January.
“However, complete elimination of the polio virus iffidult and will continue to be difficult
for a number of years. Rotary in particular has inspimy own personal commitment to get
deeply involved in achieving eradication.”

In January 2009, the United Kingdom announced a contribufi®a50 million to the GPEI,
and Germany gave $130 million. Other countries, includinga@arand Russia, also have
made significant donations.

“Since 1988, the GPEI has been very successful in reduclimggases by over 99 percent.
Polio has been eliminated from more than 200 countgeprbven strategies, and we are
very close to victory globally, but are stalled at theeshold of success by difficulties in the
four remaining polio-endemic countries— Nigeria, Afghamstadia and Pakistan — where
polio has never been completely eradicated,” said DaveSCochi, senior adviser on polio
eradication at CDC’s Global Immunization DivisidRolio is a highly infectious, potentially
fatal disease that invades the nervous system and cawsede paralysis in a matter of
hours. Polio has no cure but can be prevented througtplawtccinations. “People can be
infected with polio and silently transmit the virus athers without displaying symptoms,
which can pose a challenge to controlling the epidepmeasl of the virus,” Dr. Cochi said.

For 2009,
April 25 was “Rotarians at Work Day” and District 5000 was parit.oRemember that
every club in our District did a significant Centenritaibject. We have been doing “Rotary
Gives Thanks” in November each year, and once agarjowed in this world-wide day of
Service Above Self. The five Rotary Clubs of Easivdia (Pahoa Sunset, Volcano, Hilo
Bay, South Hilo, and Hilo) participated in a joint comityrservice project on Saturday
April 25", from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. We carried out some renmstio the Salvation
Army's Family Intervention Services facility (commp known as the Teen Shelter). We
painted and did carpentry repairs in the common areatbftbe boys' and girls' dormitories.
