Rotary is a non-profit organization, a 501(c)(4), foune@hicago by lawyer Paul Harris on
Feb. 23, 1905. Originally, there were 4 members. The wootdif” conveyed the original plan of
the members to meet “in rotation” at their variouse$aof business.

Approximately 1.2 million Rotarians are now members of 33,000s in more than 200
countries and geographic areas. In Hawai'i, theret8relubs, with approximately 1,980 members.
The Big Island now has 9 clubs: 5 clubs in East Hawdi‘in West Hawai'i.

Rotary Club members are business and professional leadsos volunteer in their
communities, provide humanitarian service, and whg hmlomote peace and understanding
throughout the world.

Rotary Foundation, begun in 1917, provides US $100 millionaa t@vard humanitarian
grants, educational programs, and Polio Plus.

Polio Plus is Rotary’s flagship program. Rotarianseheantributed over US $700 million to
immunize two billion children against polio from 1985 ke fpresent. Polio has been eradicated in
210 countries and geographical regions.

2009-2010 Rotary ThemeThe 2009-10 RI theme acknowledges the important role indivichl Rotary
clubs will play in shaping the future of Rotary. RI Presdent-elect John Kenny unveiled the theméelhe
Future of Rotary Is in Your Handsduring the opening plenary session of thinternational Assembly, an
annual training event in San Diego, California, USA, for itoming district governors. “The future of
Rotary will not be shaped at RI headquarters -- it will ke shaped in each and every Rotary club,” Kenny
said, “because it is for each of us -- as Rotarians -- tto what is necessary to keep Rotary strong.” Kenny
acknowledged the foundation established by past Rotary leadeand laid the responsibility for building
upon that success on every Rotarian. “Each one of us is&asding on the shoulders of generations of
Rotarians past, and it is our responsibility to determire Rotary’s future,” Kenny said. “Everything
begins and ends with our clubs. Our clubs can and do wo together; they work through their own
districts, in cooperation with other clubs and distrcts, and with the support of our Foundation. But at tte
end of the day, everything that we accomplish is done tbugh the strength of our clubs. And so each club
must have autonomy to serve where and how it can servedi. The Rotary Strategic Plan is designed to
strengthen and proclaim the core values of Rotary: serve; fellowship, diversity, integrity, and
leadership,” Kenny said. He concluded his remarks by shang a favorite saying from his homeland,
Scotland: “We must look beyond our own parish pump. It neans that we must look beyond our own
home and our own community. We must look beyond our owneeds, and we must be aware that ours is
only one community, of one country, of the many commurigs and countries in this world.”




(B) International Service Projects:

Polio Plus Polio Plus is Rotary's flagship program. Rotarians hewetributed over US
$700 million to immunize two billion children against pofrem 1985 to the present. Polio
has been eradicated in 210 countries and geographical relgibias. nearly been eradicated
in four other countries - where it remains endemigeNa, India, Pakistan and Afghanistan.
A total of 552 new cases are reported in 2009 (405 in endeithc3¥® in Nigeria & India).

In 2008, by June 16, there were 599 new cases (1,652 by 12/31/08jtezmease of 7.85% .
Recently, a team from Hawgparticipated in a National Immunization Day over iig&fia.

Gates Foundation Challenge Grant To support the global campaign against poliomyelitis
(polio) — a contagious virus that paralyzes and sometikilies/oung children — the Bill &
Melinda Gates Foundation awarded two challenge grantsnitis recent in January for
$255 million) to the service organization Rotary Intéioveal. Together, the two grants total
$355 million and must be matched by new donations of $20@miiiver the next 3years.
The grants support the Global Polio Eradication Imi@a{iGPEI), a partnership launched in
1988 by the World Health Organization (WHO), Rotary Iné¢ional, the U.S. Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) and UNICEF, vmgrkiogether with national
governments. For this initiative, the U.S. governmieas contributed approximately $1.3
billion since 1991. There also have been donations fpoinate U.S. organizations and
individuals, including contributions from U.S. Rotary Cldisalmost $204 million.




“Rotarians, government leaders and health professiohalee made a phenomenal
commitment, so polio [currently] afflicts only a sinalmber of the world’s children,” Bill
Gates, co-chair of the Gates Foundation, said in ammggrthe new grant in January.
“However, complete elimination of the polio virus idfidult and will continue to be difficult
for a number of years. Rotary in particular has inspimy own personal commitment to get
deeply involved in achieving eradication.” In January 2086, Wnited Kingdom announced
a contribution of $150 million to the GPEI, and Germanyegdl30 million. Other countries,
including Canada and Russia, also have made significanticiana

“Since 1988, the GPEI has been very successful in reducliggases by over 99 percent.
Polio has been eliminated from more than 200 countgeprbven strategies, and we are
very close to victory globally, but are stalled at theeshold of success by difficulties in the
four remaining polio-endemic countries— Nigeria, Afghamstadia and Pakistan — where
polio has never been completely eradicated,” said BaveSCochi, senior adviser on polio
eradication at CDC’s Global Immunization DivisidRolio is a highly infectious, potentially
fatal disease that invades the nervous system and cawsede paralysis in a matter of
hours. Polio has no cure but can be prevented througtplauwtccinations. “People can be
infected with polio and silently transmit the virus athers without displaying symptoms,
which can pose a challenge to controlling the epidepmeasl of the virus,” Dr. Cochi said.
