(A) What is Rotary?

Rotary is a non-profit organization, a 501(c)(4), foune@hicago by lawyer Paul Harris on
Feb. 23, 1905. Originally, there were 4 members. The wootdif” conveyed the original plan of
the members to meet “in rotation” at their variouse$aof business.

Approximately 1.22 million Rotarians are now members of 33&88s in more than 200
countries and geographic areas. In Hawai'i, theret8relubs, with approximately 1,990 members.
The Big Island now has 9 clubs: 5 clubs in East Hawdi‘in West Hawai'i.

Rotary Club members are business and professional leadsos volunteer in their
communities, provide humanitarian service, and whg hmlomote peace and understanding
throughout the world.

Rotary Foundation, begun in 1917, provides US $100 millionaa t@vard humanitarian
grants, educational programs, and Polio Plus.

Polio Plus is Rotary’s flagship program. Rotarianseheantributed over US $700 million to
immunize two billion children against polio from 1985 ke fpresent. Polio has been eradicated in
210 countries and geographical regions.

2009-2010 Rotary ThemeThe 2009-2010 RI theme acknowledges the important role individl Rotary
clubs will play in shaping the future of Rotary. RI Presdent-elect John Kenny unveiled the theméelhe
Future of Rotary Is in Your Handsduring the opening plenary session of thénternational Assembly, an
annual training event in San Diego, California, USA, for itoming district governors. “The future of
Rotary will not be shaped at Rl headquarters -- it will ke shaped in each and every Rotary club,” Kenny
said, “because it is for each of us -- as Rotarians -- tto what is necessary to keep Rotary strong.” Kenny
acknowledged the foundation established by past Rotary leadeand laid the responsibility for building
upon that success on every Rotarian. “Each one of us is&asding on the shoulders of generations of
Rotarians past, and it is our responsibility to determie Rotary’s future,” Kenny said. “Everything
begins and ends with our clubs. Our clubs can and do wo together; they work through their own
districts, in cooperation with other clubs and distrcts, and with the support of our Foundation. But at tte
end of the day, everything that we accomplish is done tbugh the strength of our clubs. And so each club
must have autonomy to serve where and how it can servedi. The Rotary Strategic Plan is designed to
strengthen and proclaim the core values of Rotary: serve fellowship, diversity, integrity, and
leadership,” Kenny said. He concluded his remarks by shang a favorite saying from his homeland,
Scotland: “We must look beyond our own parish pump. It neans that we must look beyond our own
home and our own community. We must look beyond our owneeds, and we must be aware that ours is
only one community, of one country, of the many commurigs and countries in this world.”




The Basics of Rotary (by Jay Curlee):

Rotary has 33,234 clubs with over 1.22 million members in 2QMtcies and geographical
regions. All 33,234 clubs changed leadership on July 1st. EastilHRotary now has five
new presidents. Rotary International has a new prdasaemy July 1st. This year's president
is John Kenny from Scotland. Last year's presidest B@ng-Kurn Lee from Korea. Rotary
has themes for every monttLg, August’s theme is Membership and Extension).

The core of what Rotary is and does is the chdi,the international leadership. Clubs are
made up of individuals from all walks of life. Our club Hawsyers, teachers, real estate
agents, filmmakers, college professors, and people imskeance and investment business,
as well as several members who are leaders or jugtaramportant nonprofit organizations.
Rotary is a non-political and secular organization, magefrom people of all faiths and
political persuasions. We just don't talk politics andgi@ti at meetings. We get together to
find out what is happening in our community and in the eyaahd then address those needs.

Rotary was originally established as an organizatiomastly business people who wanted
to network. That was in 1905. It quickly became an orgdaizatommitted to fostering
ethical standards in business and reaching out to addegeds m local communities. The
motto is Service Above Self. Each club has a boardli@ctors, officers, and standing
committees, to address the areas of Internationaic&eiCommunity Service, Club Service,
and Vocational Service (the Four Avenues of Serva®)yell as Youth (New Generations).

Rotary Members pay dues as determined by individual clugscatly about $250.
Members are usually asked to contribute voluntarily te TRotary Foundation, Polio Plus

Members are asked to give their time, talent, and ureadll three are vital. Some have
more time, some have more treasure.

(B) International Service Projects:

Polio Plus Polio Plus is Rotary's flagship program. Rotarians hewetributed over US
$700 million to immunize two billion children against pofrem 1985 to the present. Polio
has been eradicated in 210 countries and geographical relgibias. nearly been eradicated
in four other countries - where it remains endemigeNa, India, Pakistan and Afghanistan.
A total of 1387 new cases are reported in 2009 (1082 in endendig6an Nigeria & India).

In 2008, by November 17, there were 1491 new cases (1,651 by 12/zlr@8)decrease of
7.0%. RecentlyTrevor Rodrigues from R.C. of Hilo Bay and.inda-Jane Irwin from the
R.C. of Volcano participated in National Immunizatioay® in Nigeria and in Benin, Africa.

Gates Foundation Challenge Grant To support the global campaign against poliomyelitis
(polio) — a contagious virus that paralyzes and sometikilies/oung children — the Bill &
Melinda Gates Foundation awarded two challenge grantsnitis recent in January for
$255 million) to the service organization Rotary Intéioveal. Together, the two grants total
$355 million and must be matched by new donations of $20@mdiver the next 3 years.
The grants support the Global Polio Eradication Imi@a{iGPEI), a partnership launched in




1988 by the World Health Organization (WHO), Rotary Iné¢ional, the U.S. Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) and UNICEF, vmgrkiogether with national
governments. For this initiative, the U.S. governmias contributed approximately $1.3
billion since 1991. There also have been donations fpoinate U.S. organizations and
individuals, including contributions from U.S. Rotary Cldisalmost $204 million.

(C) Community Service:

Rotary Gives Thanks Currently, the Rotary Club of Volcano is carrying outt&y Gives
Thanks, Food Baskets, Ka'u Hospital Work Project, andleavio School Literacy Program.
In addition, the East Hawai'‘i clubs have scheduled alls#mgions (2-hour shifts for pairs of
volunteers) at Macy'’s, collecting donations for Hosm€élilo’s Light Up a Life program.
Donations are made in rememberance of a loved ofted who has recently passed away.

Operation Aloha: Approximately 40 Rotarians from the
Rotary Clubs of Hilo Bay, Pahoa Sunset, and Volcano
recently collected items to assemble into Christrgéts
boxes for 240 Hawaibased Marines who are deploying to
Afghanistan. These Marines, who are based in Kaneohe
did some of their training at Pohakuloa, and participated in
the 4" of July parade. The project, started by the Rotary
Club of Kona Sunrise, was namé&peration Aloha. Our
Marines will be serving in very difficult condition, @n
items such as snacks, pens, pencils, stationery, doo@s,
laces, T-shirts, toiletries, and baby wipes wereoallthe
shopping list. Boxes and boxes of these items were
collected. Many items will be given to the children of
Afghanistan by Marines helping to build secure and sudtleineommunities. In all, 104
boxes have been wrapped in gift packages and sent to Aftdram time for Christmas. A
